The TS BG Changer v2 - Simon Brugel (Cynx)
This program is capable of changing your TS2019 main menu background to any image or image from a directory you desire. Get rid of that default background and slap your own in seconds!
V2 adds the ability to select a single picture for a background, and also makes the interface look a bit cleaner than v1’s. For techies, the code has been cleaned up as well.
DISCLAIMER
This program directly modifies game files, specifically the menu background. I am not responsible if any damage to your game or system occurs as a result of actions taken.
This program has been tested by me numerous times, with no damage to my game or system occurring.
HOW TO RUN
First, open the TSThumbChanger.jar file which is supplied in the same .zip folder as this readme.
TO CHANGE TO A SINGLE IMAGE
1) Select an image by pressing the "Select" button, as shown in the image below. Navigate to the image of your choice. Please note, there are a few criteria for the image which must be met, otherwise the program will not change the background.
a. The image must be in .jpg format.
b. The image must be 1920x1080

2) Ensure that the game directory is correct by entering the Menu and clicking Directory Image. Make sure it is set ONLY as far as the Railworks folder (C:\ProgramFiles(x86)\Steam\steamapps\common\Railworks for example). In the case that it’s wrong, change it by going back to the Menu and selecting Change Game Directory.

3) OPTIONAL: Press “Refresh Paths” to make sure you’ve selected the screenshot you want.
4) Click “Change the menu background!” and if everything was done correctly, off you go! If successful, green text saying “Background successfully changed!” should display on the bottom of the window.
TO CHANGE TO A RANDOM IMAGE FROM A FOLDER
1) Select a folder (must have pictures) by going to the Menu and clicking “Change Pictures Directory.” The same criterion as above applies.
2) Ensure that the game directory is correct by entering the Menu and clicking Directory Image. Make sure it is set ONLY as far as the Railworks folder. In the case that it’s wrong, change it by going back to the Menu and selecting Change Game Directory.
3) Click “Change the menu background!” and if everything was done correctly, off you go! If successful, green text saying “Background successfully changed!” should display on the bottom of the window.*
REQUIREMENTS
Obviously, you will need DTG’s Train Simulator off Steam for this to work. At the time of writing, the latest iteration of it is Train Simulator 2019. Java is also required for the program to work, downloadable from https://www.java.com/en/
NOTES
· *For selecting a random image from a folder, the program will attempt to find a valid picture (following criteria above) 150 times before timing out. This is to avoid an infinite loop which would render the program uncloseable. 
· The Directory Info menu will show up if you have BOTH the Game Directories and Picture Directories set.
· The game and picture directories are saved after you exit out of the program, so you don’t have to supply them if you open the program again.
